Peaceworks Mediation Skills Training — courses ever  y month so far

Following on from

another successful course in Bognor Regis in January, in

February Chris began working with the Sussex Police

Community Support Officers who work in schools across East

& West Sussex. They will be taking our full five-day course

spread across the year. Then in March Chris lead a team

into the University of Chichester to begin training towards a

long-planned peer mediation scheme there. Earlier in April, Mike led a team to take our
first training in a community mediation agency in Wandsworth. Chris returns to working
with the police CSOs in Lewes in May and so we roll on!

Our next public course will be held over the week of 29" September-3" October 2008
somewhere on the West Sussex coast. If you want to join this course or know someone

It is likely that this will be
constituted by the College of Mediators which would add value to the certificates we
provide.
