Peaceworks Mediation Skills Training – 
September course is full!  

We were disappointed that we had to cancel our 
course planned for February because the dates 
just seemed to clash with other plans for so many 
people who wanted to take the course.  This might 
have contributed to the unprecedented advance 
bookings we have received for our next 
programme in September.  We are excited about the delegate list which includes a local 
primary school head teacher, an officer of the Metropolitan Police, three peace activists 
from the north of England, a vicar and two senior managers of a south coast university, 
and no doubt some other interesting people!  If you know anyone who would benefit 
from this training we are planning to run the course again in January 2008. 

Peaceworks Publicity 
The long-awaited new run of publicity has finally rolled off 
the press.

Peer Mediation in Schools – new schools start working  with us 
We always enjoy starting partnerships with new 
schools.  Since the New Year Peaceworks has had the 
opportunity to begin work in two new schools in 
Worthing, two in the Chichester area and two in the 
Bognor area.  There has been a great deal of interest 
in us taking the good work in peer mediation done in 
Selsey and Crawley forward into secondary schools.  
We have also been very pleased to spread our work 
beyond the county of West Sussex: we will be 
beginning with a primary school in Bournemouth after 
summer and also training a Youth for Christ team in 
Essex.  This always provides a challenge, because 

curriculum and staff training time as well as budgets always seem to be more squeezed 
in this sector.  Please pray for our work in schools.  We hear some amazing stories of 
young people’s lives dramatically impacted by the secure use of life skills that we believe 
are God-given. 

Mediation Training – Schools staff teams 
At the time of writing Annie Sneller and Chris Seaton have almost completed the training 
in mediation skills of all teaching staff in the Bognor & Felpham area.  This has been a 
large project arranged through the Extended Schools provision, but very satisfying as we 
see some “pennies dropping.”  It is rewarding to think that more and more key staff 
members now understand and will be using mediation skills.
