Europe Africa Reconciliation Process – Libreville, G abon: July 2007 
The top story for Peaceworks since our Spring edition 
must be the successful completion of our second EARP 
conference in Africa which took place in July.  We offer a 
huge thanks to all those of you who prayed with us 
through this amazing time.

The Lord 
opened an amazing 
door for us there and

remarkable official statement presented to the 
Europeans at the conference by the Vice-President 
of Gabon on behalf of the President himself. 
 
For the UK delegates, it was fascinating, a privilege 
and deeply rewarding to be so well received in a 
Francophone African country.  We were thrilled at 
the response of the people to us and they appreciated all our attempts to communicate 
in our garbled French!  There was richness in being able to walk in repentance and 

reconciliation as a truly united European delegation. 
 
A great challenge now faces us of how we will approach our 
next conference in Kinshasa.  There are many obstacles to 
this at the time of writing and we urge you to pray once 
more.  Before we consider issues of how to finance this 
conference, there is the question of a proposed prayer and 
planning meeting in Nairobi in the New Year.  Please pray 
for resources to come through to help us to get thi s 
together: it will cost at least £12,000 but is vita l for 
progress.

Peaceworks Mediation Skills Training – the best yet?  

We were overwhelmed with the feedback from our September training course.  Fifteen 
delegates attended form a wide range of backgrounds including health professionals, 
business managers, police officers, church ministers, farmers and students.  In answer 
to the question, “How would you rate the overall quality of your learning experience?” ten 
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delegates answered “excellent” and five “good”.  This was 
indeed a high quality group of learners and they will be a hard 
act to follow. 
 
We are running a closed course with a company in 
October/November but we have opened bookings for another 
public course in Bognor Regis to be held over the week 21-25 
January 2008 .  The flyer is available on the website and an 
application pack can be emailed to you from our office at any 
time.  But remember, we had to close for booking 3 months ahead of last course so if 
you intend to come, please don’t delay. 

Peer Mediation in Schools – a new term and new scheme s launched 
Georgian Gardens Community 
Primary School is the latest venue 
for a Peaceworks peer mediation 
scheme launch.  After half term we 
will also be launching schemes in 
East Wittering and in White Styles, 
Sompting.  Interest continues in the 
media, and there will be a press 
launch at the latter school. 
 
New schools are approaching us all 
the time to work with Peaceworks 
(the total of schools with whom we 
have partnered now exceeds 50).  
Meanwhile, the funding challenge get 

more and more acute as core statutory funds complete their natural life.  Schools are 
bearing an increasing proportion of the costs of working with us, but often it is simply 
impossible for them to contribute more.  New funding and income streams are vital! 

Mediation Interventions 
We have successfully completed a mediation on a very high-profile neighbour dispute 
locally.  This has lead to further work with statutory authorities.  We are also developing 
a package of interventions for schools that need external mediation for parents and 
families in crisis. 

Prayer 
Once again, we are grateful for your prayers.  Perhaps we could ask you please to pray 
for new and creative funding streams to come into our schools work and especially for 
Sharon who carries the burden of fund-raising.
